Pesticides

Pesticides can come in many
different forms: liquids, sprays, dusts,
grains, or baits. Try to get the form
that best suits your needs.

When buying a pesticide, read the
label and buy only the amount that
you will need so you will not have
any left over.

Store all pesticides in a locked
cabinet, out of the reach and sight of
children and pets. Never store them
in the same area with food, medicine,
or cleaning products. Always keep

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Clean up and Disposal of Pesticides

After using a pesticide:

e Be aware that empty pesticide cans and bottles can be as
unsafe as full ones because of the residue left in them.

e Clean any tools used and safely dispose of all containers.

e Read the label for instructions on proper disposal. It is the
law to follow the label instructions.

e Never pour unused amounts of pesticide down the drain.

e Wash all your body parts exposed to the pesticide with
soap and water.

e Wash clothing right away.

Know What To Do In A Poison Emergency

o Keep the phone number for the Poison Center on or near your phones.

e If you suspect that someone has been poisoned, call the Poison Center
right away. DO NOT wait for symptoms to occur.

= Take time to read the ENTIRE label, even if you have used it before!

» Follow directions carefully - don't think that twice the dosage will do twice the |ab ITWON'T!

= Mix the pesticide outdoors, or in a well-ventilated area.

» Keep children and pets away from the area where you mix or ap-
ply pesticides.

* Keep pesticides in containers that clearly identify the contents.

» Wear the protective clothing the label suggests, washing it sepa-
rately afterwards.

* Be sure to shower immediately after the application

= Never place rodent or insect baits where small children or pets
can reach them.

 Before applying pesticides (indoors or outdoors), remove chil-
dren, their toys as well as pets from the area, and keep them
away until the pesticide has dried or longer if directed by the
label.
